SUMMER READING PROGRAM

Dear Parents of students entering the seventh and eighth grades:

NSCA's summer reading program is mandatory for all students enrolled in
our school. We anticipate that this summer reading experience will not
only be academically beneficial, but will also provide the structure and
enrichment on which students thrive.

We recommend twenty to thirty minutes daily for all grades. There will
be a five book minimum requirement for summer reading. At least one
non-fiction book must be included in the five books selected.

A suggested list of books for each grade level is provided. At least two
choices must be taken from this list. Local libraries also provide
suggested reading lists by grade. As a Christian family, please carefully
discern which books you and your child should select.

A reading log has been provided and must be filled out and submitted to
each student's teacher by the first Friday of school in September.

A project for one book is also required and must be completed before
school begins. Each teacher will schedule an oral presentation for each
student during the first few weeks of school. (See examples of
interesting ideas attached).
